M iddle East and North Af-
rican governments
should follow Iraq's example
and sign the International
Treaty Banning Cluster Muni-
tions, Human Rights Watch
said today. Iraq signed the
treaty on November 12, 2009,
joining only two other countries
in the region - Lebanon and Tu-
nisia - as signatories to the Con-
vention on Cluster Munitions,
which prohibits the use, produc-
tion, transfer, and stockpiling of

these weapons.

"Iraq has experienced first-
hand the devastating effects of
cluster munitions, and its gov-
ernment has promised never to
use this weapon," said Sarah
Leah Whitson, Middle East Di-
rector at Human Rights Watch.
"Whatever excuses Middle East
governments have given for not
signing this treaty, Iraq's exam-
ple shows they won't hold up."

US-led Coalition forces used
large numbers of cluster muni-
tions - which leave behind le-
thal submunition duds that can

and 2003. During the Gulf War
in 1991, the United States,
France, and the United King-
dom dropped 61,000 cluster
bombs containing 20 million
submunitions in Iraq and Ku-
wait. In 2003, the US and UK
used nearly 13,000 cluster mu-
nitions containing an estimated
1.8 to2 million submunitions
during the three weeks of ma-
jor combat. The United King-
dom has signed the treaty, and
France has ratified it, but the
United States is not a signatory.

Although Iraq is not known to
have used cluster bombs before
2003, the country produced,
imported, and stockpiled the
weapons.  Cluster munitions
have been used in other parts of
the region - in particular in
Lebanon, Kuwait, Israel, Saudi
Arabia, Syria, Libya, and West-
ern Sahara - with ongoing dev-
astation and loss long even after
the conflicts have ended. Egypt,
Iran and Israel also have pro-
duced cluster munitions; Egypt
and Israel have exported them.

The need for an international
treaty to ban cluster munitions
became even more evident after
Israel's massive use of these
weapons in southern Lebanon
in 2006. These weapons left
large swaths of the country con-
taminated by the deadly unex-
ploded submunitions, which
since the end of fighting have
killed or wounded 218 civilians
as well as 47 people who were
trying to locate and remove
them.

"Civilians, often children,
are the victims of cluster muni-
tions, which to this day con-
tinue to kill and maim innocent
people throughout the Middle
East from conflicts long since
ended," Whitson said. "Iraq,
Lebanon, and Tunisia should
persuade neighboring govern-
ments to help create a Middle
East free from these vicious
weapons."

The Convention on Cluster
Munitions represents a major
advance in protecting civilians
both during and after armed
conflict. In addition to banning
cluster munitions, it requires the
clearance of affected areas
within 10 years and destruction

of stockpiled weapons within
eight years, and includes assis-
tance provisions to help af-
fected nations with clearance
and victim assistance.

A total of 103 countries have
signed the convention, which
opened for signature in Decem-
ber 2008. Twenty four have
ratified it, though none are in
the Middle East. Thirty ratifica-
tions are needed for the conven-
tion to enter into force and be-
come binding international law.

"The next step is for the
governments of Iraq, Lebanon,
and Tunisia to ratify these trea-
ties, and to demonstrate leader-
ship in the efforts to ban this
weapon permanently."

UNITED NATIONS INTENSIVE SUMMER STUDY PROGRAM 2010

The United Nations Intensive Summer Study Program will be offered from Monday, July 26 to Friday, July 30,
2010, by the John C. Whitehead School of Diplomacy and International Relations at Seton Hall University and
the United Nations Association of the USA. Designed for advanced undergraduate and graduate students, this
unique program immerses participants in the political dynamics of the United Nations. Students will attend offi-
cial sessions at United Nations headquarters as well as briefings at UNA-USA. Directed by Dr. Courtney Smith,
Associate Dean at the Whitehead School, and offered in cooperation with UNA-USA, the course is designed to
familiarize students with the inner workings of the United Nations by bringing them together with distinguished
practitioners working in the field of multilateral diplomacy. The program is structured around a series of semi-
nars led by U.N. officials and representatives of governments and civil society on a wide range of global issues
currently on the U.N. agenda.

Logistics:

Participants can expect to be immersed in activities 12 hours a day for the full week of the program. Each day
commences with breakfast at Seton Hall, followed by a chartered bus to the U.N. Program sessions continue
throughout the day at U.N. plaza, with dinners provided on campus in the evenings. Students will also have time
for cultural activities in New York City. On-campus single rooms with an adjoining bath are available from July
25th to July 31st. Participants may also choose to commute to Seton Hall for the duration of the program.

Requirements:

The program offers two enrollment options: credit and non-credit. Successful completion of either option results
in a certificate from the Whitehead School of Diplomacy. In addition, the credit option allows students to earn
three semester credit hours from Seton Hall University.

Prior to the beginning of the course, participants will be responsible for preliminary course readings and a short
paper. All sessions of the program are mandatory and students are required to actively participate in dialogue and
discussion with guest speakers and peers.

Students attending for credit must also keep a journal documenting their reactions to the briefings and submit a
research paper one month after the program ends. Graduate students will complete extra readings and an addi-
tional writing assignment.

Tuition & Fees:

1. Credit Option: a. Undergraduate: $2500 b. Graduate: $2600

Both include expected tuition fee for three credits plus a non-refundable deposit covering transportation between
campus and the U.N., most meals, U.N. tour, and briefing materials.

2. Noncredit Option: $1000

Includes a non-refundable deposit covering transportation between campus and the U.N., most meals, U.N. tour,
and briefing materials.

3. Optional Housing: $400. Six nights included. Sunday to Saturday.
